· Tesco will send you Fairtrade leaflets and stickers for use on the day. Please also order materials from the Fairtrade Foundation by calling 0207 440 7676 or order online. Tesco will also invite your local MP to the store. 

· Although your chosen store will be made aware that a Fairtrade group will be in store during the fortnight, it might be useful to contact the store manager in advance in case you have any further store specific questions.
